* Paragraph 6 of Article 22 of Greek Law 1599/1986 outlines the penalties for knowingly making false statements in a solemn declaration (similar to an affidavit). Specifically, it states that anyone who falsely states facts or conceals the truth in a solemn declaration, prepared according to Article 8 of the same law, is subject to imprisonment of at least three months. If the false statement was made with the intent to gain a personal or proprietary benefit or to harm another party, the penalty can be increased to imprisonment of up to ten years.
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
